St. John Vianney, parish priest of 
Ars, was born near Lyons, France 
in 1786.  At age 20, he began his 
studies for the priesthood, which he 
found difficult, still he persevered 
and was ordained in 1815.  He 

became the parish priest of the 
village of Ars-en-Dombres in 
1818.  He remained there for the 
rest of his priestly life.  He was a 
well beloved priest and a won-
derful confessor.  He spent many 
hours each day hearing confes-
sions.  He is the patron saint of 
all diocesan priests.  He remains 
a great model for all priests to-
day. 
“The spirit of God is upon me; He 
has anointed me.  He sent me to 
bring good news to the poor, and 
to heal the broken-hearted.” Lk.4
-18.  We pray that through the 
example and prayers of St. John 
Vianney, that our brothers and 
sisters will become more holy 
and Christ-like in their journey of 
faith.

During September, as in all of 
Ordinary Time (formerly 
known as Time After Pente-
cost), the Liturgy does not 
focus on one particular mys-
tery of Christ, but views the 
mystery of Christ in all its 
aspects. We follow the life of 
Christ through the Gospels, 
and focus on the teachings 
and parables of Jesus and 
what it means for us to be a 
follower of Christ. During 
Ordinary Time we can con-
centrate more on the saints 
and imitate their holiness as 
Christ's followers. 
This month the main liturgical 
feasts are St. Gregory the 
Great (September 3), The 
Birth of Mary (September 8), 
St. Peter Claver (September 
9), Holy Name of Mary 
(September 12), Exaltation 
of the Holy Cross 
(September 14), Our Lady of 
Sorrows (September 15), 
Sts. Cornelius and Cyprian 
(September 16), St. Robert 
Bellarmine (September 
17),St. Matthew (September 
21), St. Pio (September 23), 
Sts. Michael, Gabriel and 
Raphael (September 29) and 
St. Jerome (September 30). 
The feasts of St. John Chry-
sostom ( September 13), St. 
Andrew Kim and Compan-
ions (September 20) and St. 
Vincent de Paul (September 
27) fall on a Sunday this year 
so they are suppressed.
