     I donôt know that we have ever had a brother Knight transfer 

in from the active Council at St. Nicholas parish in New Market, 

Minnesota.  Chances are that none of us has ever seen or talked 

to a Knight from that Council or visited New Market.  Iôm not 

even sure where it isé 

     And yet, our brothers from that Council are a source of pride 

and blessing to all of us who call ourselves Knights of Columbus. 

     A few years ago, Father Bernard Reiser, a man of the Gospel, emerged from re-

tirement to serve St. Nicholas parish.  He not only cared for their spiritual needs, he 

called that community to a living concern for the people of Haiti.  The poor of that 

island do not have clean water available to them, except at a price that many cannot 

afford.  Even when they obtain water, they must transport it in 5-gallon buckets, car-

rying it for miles.  Father Reiser had a dream: a truck that would transport this pre-

cious commodity from the clean wells of the capital out to those living in the poor 

and waterless slums away from the city of Port-au-Prince. 

     Father took his dream to the Knights: not in Connecticut or New York, but right 

there in New Market, Minnesota.  They rose to the challenge and, in March of 2005, 

they sent a 6,000 gallon water truck on the long journey to Haiti.  The truck is now 

operating in Haiti 6 days a week, transporting 14,000 gallons a day to a distribution 

tank in the slums.  (Continued on Page 3)

Pope John Paul II On the Blessed Virgin Mary 

in the Life of the Pilgrim Church from John Bustamante 
     The 5th excerpt from the encyclical Redemptoris Mater by Pope John Paul II, 

delivered on March 25, 1987 in St. Peterôs Basilica in Rome. 

     The Second Vatican Council, by presenting Mary in the mystery of Christ, also 

finds the path to a deeper understanding of the mystery of the Church. Mary, as the 

Mother of Christ, is in a particular way united with the Church, "which the Lord es-

tablished as his own body."  It is significant that the conciliar text places this truth 

about the Church as the Body of Christ (according to the teaching of the Pauline Let-

ters) in close proximity to the truth that the Son of God "through the power of the 

Holy Spirit was born of the Virgin Mary."  The reality of the Incarnation finds a sort 

of extension in the mystery of the Church - the Body of Christ.  And one cannot think 

of the reality of the Incarnation without referring to Mary, the Mother of the Incarnate 

Word. 

     In these reflections, however, I wish to consider primarily that "pilgrimage of 

faith" in which "the Blessed Virgin advanced," faithfully preserving her union with 

Christ.  In this way the "twofold bond" which unites the Mother of God with Christ 

and with the Church takes on historical significance.  Nor is it just a question of the 

Virgin Mother's life-story, of her personal journey of faith and "the better part" which 

is hers in the mystery of salvation; it is also a question of the history of the whole 

People of God, of all those who take part in the same "pilgrimage of faith." 

     The Council expresses this when it states in another passage that Mary "has gone 

before," becoming "a model of the Church in the matter of faith, charity and perfect 

union with Christ."  This "going before" as a figure or model is in reference to the 

intimate mystery of the Church, as she actuates and accomplishes her own saving 

mission by uniting in herself - as Mary did - the qualities of mother and virgin. She is 

a virgin who "keeps whole and pure the fidelity she has pledged to her Spouse" and 

"becomes herself a mother," for "she brings forth to a new and immortal life children 

who are conceived of the Holy Spirit and born of God." 

     The 6th excerpt from the encyclical Redemptoris Mater by Pope John Paul II, 

delivered on March 25, 1987 in St. Peterôs Basilica in Rome. 

     All this is accomplished in a great historical process, comparable "to a journey." 

The pilgrimage of faith indicates the interior history, that is, the story of souls.  But it 

is also the story of all human beings, subject here on earth to transitoriness, and part 

of the historical dimension.  In the following reflections we wish to concentrate first 

of all on the present, which in itself is not yet history, but which nevertheless is con-

stantly forming it, also in the sense of the history of salvation.  Here there opens up a 

broad prospect, within which the Blessed Virgin Mary continues to "go before" the 

People of God.  Her exceptional pilgrimage of faith represents a constant point of 

reference for the Church, for individuals and for communities, for peoples and na-

tions and, in a sense, for all humanity.  It is indeed difficult to encompass and meas-

ure its range. 

     The Council emphasizes that the Mother of God is already the eschatological ful-

fillment of the Church: "In the most holy Virgin the Church has already reached that 

perfection whereby she exists without spot or wrinkle (cf. Eph 5:27)"; and at the same 

time the Council says that "the followers of Christ still strive to increase in holiness 

by conquering sin, and so they raise their eyes to Mary, who shines forth to the whole 

community of the elect as a model of the virtues."  The pilgrimage of faith no longer 

belongs to the Mother of the Son of God: glorified at the side of her Son in heaven, 

Mary has already crossed the threshold between faith and that vision which is "face to 

face" (1 Cor. 13:12).  At the same time, however, in this eschatological fulfillment, 

Mary does not cease to be the "Star of the Sea" (Maris Stella)  for all those who are 

still on the journey of faith.  If they lift their eyes to her from their earthly existence, 

they do so because "the Son whom she brought forth is he whom God placed as the 

first-born among many brethren (Rom. 8:29)," and also because "in the birth and de-

velopment" of these brothers and sisters "she cooperates with a maternal love."

SUPREME KNIGHTS  
     The second Supreme Knight was John J. Phelan.  He served as Supreme Knight from 

May 17, 1887 to March 2, 1897.   

     He led the Orderôs transformation from a local to a national organization.  He also estab-

lished a new governance system for the Order, writing an updated constitution and adding a 

new state tier to the Orderôs governing structure. 

     Phelan had been a  member of the Order only one year when he was elected Supreme 

Knight.  During his tenure, the Order expanded from 38 councils in Connecticut and Rhode 

Island to 210 Councils in ten states, and introduced the notion of associate membership to 

those ineligible for insurance membership.      

     He was also the Secretary of the State of Connecticut from 1893 to 1895. 1
