 Valentineôs Day 
 

Approximately 141 million Valen-
tineôs Day cards are exchanged 
annually, making it the second 
most popular card-sending day af-
ter Christmas (source:  Hallmark 
research).  The history of Valen-
tineôs day is shrouded in mystery.  
One legend contends that Valen-
tine was a third century priest in 
Rome when Emperor Claudius II 
decided that single men made bet-
ter soldiers than those with wives 
and families, and outlawed mar-
riage for young men ð his crop of 
potential soldiers. Valentine, real-
izing the injustice of the decree, 
defied Claudius and continued to 
perform marriages for young lov-
ers in secret. When Valentine's ac-
tions were discovered, Claudius 
ordered that he be put to death. 

 
Cupid often is included on Valen-
tine cards.  He is the son of Venus, 
the Goddess of Love.  We will 
move our KC meeting to Febru-
ary 7 so you can have the evening 
of the 14th to spend expressing 
your love for the lady in your life.

CHAIR OF ST PETER 
 

The Feast of the Chair of Saint Peter 
Is celebrated on February 22.  It is a 
very ancient tradition, witnessed in 
Rome since the end of the fourth 
century, and renders thanksgiving to 
God for the mission entrusted to the 
Apostle Peter and his successors. 
 
ñCathedra" literally means the estab-
lished seat of the bishop, located in 
the mother church of a diocese, 
which for this reason is called 
"cathedral," and it is the symbol of 
the authority of the bishop and, in 
particular, of his "magisterium," that 
is, of the evangelical teaching that 
he, insofar as a successor of the 
apostles, is called to guard and 

transmit to the Christian community.  

When the bishop takes possession 
of the local  church entrusted to him, 
he, bearing the miter and shepherdôs 
staff, sits on the cathedra.  From that 
seat he will guide, as teacher and 
shepherd, the journey of the faithful 

in faith, hope, and charity. 

The first ñseatò of the church, in all 
probability, was in that room where 
the disciples gathered, where Mary 
likely prayed with them, and where a 
special chair was reserved for Simon 
Peter.  The term ñseeò means the 
seat, or cathedra, of the bishop.  So 
Peter became the first bishop of 
Rome, known as the Holy See of 
Rome, presided over today by Pe-
terôs successor, Pope Benedict XVI.
