EPIPHANY  
 

The Feast of the Epiphany of Our Lord 

Jesus Christ is one of the oldest Chris-

tian feasts.  Epiphany comes from a 

Greek verb meaning ñto reveal,ò and all 

of the  various events celebrated by the 

feast of the Epiphany are revelations of 

Christ to man.  
 

Epiphany originally celebrated four dif-

ferent events, in the following order of 

importance: the Baptism of Christ; 

Christ's first miracle, the changing of 

water into wine at the wedding in Cana; 

the Nativity of Christ; and the visitation 

of the Wise Men or Magi. Each of these 

is a revelation of God to man: At 

Christ's Baptism, the Holy Spirit de-

scends and the voice of God the Father 

is heard, declaring that Jesus is His Son; 

at the wedding in Cana, the miracle re-

veals Christ's divinity; at the Nativity, 

the angels bear witness to Christ, and the 

shepherds, representing the people of 

Israel, bow down before Him; and at the 

visitation of the Magi, Christ's divinity is 

revealed to the Gentilesðthe other na-

tions of the earth. 
 
Over the centuries, the various celebra-

tions were separated out.  The Nativity 

became Christmas, and the Baptism of 

the Lord is celebrated on the Sunday 

after January 6, and the wedding at Cana 

is commemorated on the Sunday after 

the Baptism of the Lord. 
 
The arrival of the Magi, who were not 

Jews, and their coming to bring Him 

gifts and pay homage to Him is the first 

indication that Jesus and his message are 

universal. Jesus has come to preach his 

message to the whole world, not just to 

the Jewish people. 
 
The Feast of the Epiphany is celebrated 

this year on January 2, and the Sunday 

Mass fulfills the Holy Day of Obligation 

requirements.

6. PRO-LIFE DIRECTOR  (Tom Sedlacek)  Responsi-

ble for Baby Bottle campaign, Ultrasound Initiative, 

March for Life, Memorials for the Unborn, ACE 

Wings program, and council pro life activities. 

7. MEMBERSHIP DIRECTOR  (Tom Sedlacek)  Ar-

eas of responsibility include recruitment teams and 

campaigns, member retention (Ed Rebeaud), and 

insurance promotion.
