From the January Officers and Council Meetings: GK Jody Darby, led the officers and council calendar for upcoming events and charitable requests, Mayfest, Lenten Fish Frys, Ladies Appreciation/Valentine Dinner and hall renovation items.


KC’S TO CONTINUE WITH MAYFEST OPERATION for upcoming 25th annual celebration. After much discussion during December and January the council voted to continue the Mayfest as a KC fundraising activity.
